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I Introduction
Technically, the book does not identify its author. Traditionally, its authorship has been
attributed to Joshua, its main character. We will assume that it was Joshua, but even if it was not
him, it would not affect our conclusions from the book. Some data that are consistent with the
author being Joshua are:
i. Minute detail and vivid characterization indicate an eyewitness wrote it.
ih. Given statements | i ke “ untasWwritendanlys day,
iii. Certain selected sections (18:9 and 24:25) are identified as Joshua being the author
iv. The account of his death might have been written by someone else.
v. The unity of the book argues that it was mainly written by one person.
So, we would conclude that Joshua wrote the book. Others might have edited it or added to it,
suc h a sdeathsestiorua ’ s

The book might be divided into four parts:
1. Entry into the land (Chapters 1-5)

2. Fighting for the land (Chapters 6-12)
3. Dividing the land (Chapters 13-21)

4. Living in the land (Chapters 22-24)
The time frame was about 1400 BC.

Joshua means Yahweh saves/delivers. Jesus’
transliterated from the Hebrew. It is translated in the Septuagint into the Greek (lesoug used in
the NT for Jesus.

A summary verse might be:
Josh 11:23
23 So Joshua took the entire land, just as the LORD had directed Moses, and he gave it as an inheritance

to Israel according to their tribal divisions. Then the land had rest from war.

Il.  Who is Joshua?
Joshua was the son of the Ephraim leader. At a young age, he was chosen to be
Mo s atsént. Even throughout the book of Joshua, we see Moses as his model.
Here are a few verses (of many that could be used) that give a glimpse into his life
before he crossed the Jordan River:
Ex 17:9 (first mention of Joshua)
9 Moses said to Joshua , "*Choose some of our men and go out to fight the Amalekites. Tomorrow I will
stand on top of the hill with the staff of God in my hands."

Verse 1: We do not know how God spoke to Joshua at this particular point, but we know in
general that he was to use the Urim/Thummim for such communications, per:

on him. 19 Have him stand before Eleazar the priest and the entire assembly and commission him in their
presence. 20 Give him some of your authority so the whole Israelite community will obey him. 21 He is to
stand before Eleazar the priest, who will obtain decisions for him by inquiring of the Urim before the
LORD. At his command he and the entire community of the Israelites will go out, and at his command
they will come in.”

Verse 1: The book of Joshua is not only a continuation of the Pentateuch, it is also the
beginning our Biblical history books. Even though it is a continuation of the
Pent at euc h, t he book does not start
Deuteronomy.
Verse 1: The beginning of this book relate directly back to Deut. 32:1-8.
Verse 2: Moses was a great man, but is now gone. He was not enabled to cross into the

Promise Land. Yet, the book of Joshua highlights the good that he had done. It
refers to Moses as the servant of the LORD more times than the rest of the Bible
combined. There canbe no greater praise than this.
Verse 3: Notice the relationship of verses 3-5 with:
Deut 11:24-25a



24 Every place where you set your foot will be yours: Your territory will extend from the desert to
Lebanon, and from the Euphrates River to the western sea. 25a No man will be able to stand against you.

supplies ready. Three days from now you will cross the Jordan here to go in and take possession of the
land the LORD your God is giving you for your own.""

VI. The Trans-Jordan Tribes
Josh. 1:12-15
12 But to the Reubenites, the Gadites and the half-tribe of Manasseh, Joshua said, 13 ""Remember the
command that Moses the servant of the LORD gave you: "The LORD your God is giving you rest and has
granted you this land.’ 14 Your wives, your children and your livestock may stay in the land that Moses
gave you east of the Jordan, but all your fighting men, fully armed, must cross over ahead of your
brothers. You are to help your brothers 15 until the LORD gives them rest, as he has done for you, and
until they too have taken possession of the land that the LORD your God is giving them. After that, you
may go back and occupy your own land, which Moses the servant of the LORD gave you east of the
Jordan toward the sunrise."

When the Israelites had reached the Trans-Jordan area under Moses, a number of countries had
been defeated particularly the Amorite kingdoms ruled by Sihonand Og. The 2% tribes were
given this land to settle. However, they had agreed to help in conquering the parts across the
Jordan River as well.

Who will protect the wives, children, and livestock when the men have left? Apparently all of

VII. Willingness to Follow

Josh. 1:16-18

16 Then they answered Joshua, "*Whatever you have commanded us we will do, and whe rever you send

us we will go. 17 Just as we fully obeyed Moses, so we will obey you. Only may the LORD your God be

with you as he was with Moses. 18 Whoever rebels against your word and does not obey your words,

whatever you may command them, will be put to death. Only be strong and courageous!**

Verses 16-18 provide the response of the Trans-Jordan tribes. Notice how enthusiastic the
response is. Notice also their desire to obey and their intolerance of sin/rebellion. Verse 18 still
concerns the people answering Joshua. The f i nal “be strong dmyd c
appear to be telling Joshua to be strong and courageous inobeyi ng Go d’ s. Thkeo mma nd
punishment will be carried out in regards to Achan.
